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Terminal Transfers - Madrid Barajas (MAD)

How do you transfer between terminals?

Arrivals and immigration are on the lower level, and departures on the upper level.

Transit desks are located in arrival and departure areas.

All oneworld flights leave from terminal 4 and its satellite terminal 4S. Check-in for all oneworld flights is located in T4, and the baggage claim for all arriving passengers is located in T4.

Connecting the terminals T4 and T4S: there is an automatic train that leaves every 3 minutes continually day and night.

Connecting between terminals T4 and T1, T2, T3: there is a transit bus that operates between 06:00 and 23:00. Alternatively, Madrid's Metro is now serving Barajas Airport's new Terminal 4, where all oneworld member airlines are based. The facility is now served, like the other airport terminals, by trains on Line 8, running to and from the city centre Nuevos Ministerios station.

When arriving from an international flight, except an E.U. Schengen flight, and you are connecting to international flights, except E.U. Schengen flights, follow the signs to your departure gate in the same area. For domestic or international E.U. Schengen flights follow the signs for the train. Take the automatic train in the lower level to and follow the signs to your departure gate.

When arriving from a domestic flight or an E.U. Schengen flight and connecting to international E.U. Schengen or domestic flights, follow the signs to your departure gate in the same area.

For international, except E.U. Schengen flights follow the automatic train signs. Take the train in the lower level and follow the signs to your departure gate.

How long does it take to transfer between terminals?

The automatic train takes approximately 4 minutes between Terminals T4 and T4S.
